Message from the President

Happy New Year!! As with
any new year, 2015 is an un-
written page, full of promise
for all of us. Peggy and | wish
each of you a joyous and pros-
perous 2015 that has several
pages of positives in your life
and with your Dexter cattle.

Most of us will start breed-
ing our cattle sometime be-
tween now and mid June.
With that in mind, | would
like to discuss bull selection.
Kris Ringwall, a North Dako-
ta Extension Service beef spe-
cialist, wrote an excellent arti-
cle in the Nov. 22, 2014, edi-
tion of the Tristate Livestock
News that has several salient
points about bull selection.
His take-home message is
relevant of all breeders of cat-
tle: “focused breeding goals,
with clear outcomes...should
be at the heart of all cattle
operations.” This statement is
true whether you own one
animal or several hundred.

We all have our “perfect
Dexter” in our mind. Take the
time to write down the posi-
tive and negative traits of
your animals. (Sometimes this
hurts.) Next, write down at
least one trait you would like
to improve in next year’s calf
crop (udder, feet, etc). You
now have a place to start
when selecting your next herd
sire.

Mr. Ringwall concludes,
“Those cattle that arrive for
sale lacking good structure,
condition and muscling are
products of breeding program
.... Simply breeding cows to
produce calves with no
thoughtful purpose challenges
the industry.”

Our Dexter cattle have

wonderful traits that we all
enjoy. By being thoughtful in
our breeding practices, we can
maintain and promote the
positive traits of our great
breed.

I would like to encourage
each of you to nominate some-
one for the awards that the
ADCA presents each year.

Our transition to a
parentage -verified
registry was
membership -driven.

The Talisman Award recog-
nizes outstanding breeders of
Dexter cattle. The Chuck Dag-
gett Good Citizen Award
acknowledges the great people
in our association. My goal for
2015 is to have at least one
nominee for each of these

awards from each of our re-
gions. The criteria for each of
these awards can be found on

the ADCA website. We each
know ADCA members who
are deserving. Please take a
small amount of time and
nominate them.

A parent-verified registry cannot fix
the past or rewrite history. That is wa-
ter under the bridge. A parent-verified
registry can (and will) move us forward

A few years ago, Don partnered with
Dr. Conrad Nightingale, the county vet,
and together they persuaded the powers
that be in his county to include classes
for Dexters as a breed, not as “miscella -
neous British breeds.”

Message from the Registrar

Happy New Year, everyone, and a big
WELCOME to all of our new members!
The most frequently asked question |
receive is, “What is a prefix?” Here is the
answer to that question:

Herd Names and Prefixes. New
members must request a herd prefix
from the registrar who will register it in
the registry if it is unique. A prefix can
be a shortened version of your farm/
ranch name or letters pertaining to your
farm/ranch, such as ABC Happy Cow,
ABC being the prefix.

1 The herd prefix for the breeder of the
calf must be the first word or letters

used when naming and registering a calf
and is limited to 10 spaces (numbers can
be used). There is a total character limit
of 25 spaces for the calf’s overall name,
which includes spaces.

1 This does not mean to use Sally's-
HighRiserBetty with no spaces. This
would be difficult to read on a certifi-
cate.

1 Once each breeder has used a herd
prefix, that must be the one used con-
sistently in the future. It is important

for each calf to have the correct breeder
and correct herd prefix. If you are reg-
istering a calf and you were not the
breeder of that calf, you cannot use
your prefix.  You must use the breed-
er’s prefix when registering calves, no
exceptions. If a breeder does not have an
established prefix due to never having
bred or registered a calf before, please
ask him or her to request a prefix from
the registrar prior to registering the

calf. If no prefix is determined at that
point, then the breeder’s last name will
be used.

Another thing | would like to men-
tion is payment on registering calves. If
you purchase an unregistered calf and
were not the owner of the calf at the
time of calving, the registration is con-
sidered two things, a registration
AND a transfer . Payment to register
the calf must include both fees.

put forward for registration. Several
times anomalies have been detected and
usually resolved by a bit of patient de-
tective work. A breed advisor for Hol-
stein-Friesians told a meeting some
years ago that there were intentional or
unintentional errors in 12-13% of the
recorded parentages within their ani-
mals. There is no reason to think that
the situation in our breed is any differ-
ent. The new scheme of testing Dexter
females at regular intervals may well
produce some valuable insights into the
relationships within the breed and
Council is to be commended for this
initiative.

We now have the tools to test for
many genetic defects, in our breed, no-
tably Chondrodysplasia, many of which
could previously only be detected by test
matings and progeny testing. These
methods are time consuming and expen-
sive but their biggest drawback is that
they cannot be guaranteed to detect the
presence of the defective gene con-
cerned. Once such a gene is identified, it
can always be detected in a simple and
immediate laboratory test. The DCS has
made wise use of this technology in test-
ing for chondrodysplasia in bulls before
they are used, especially for A.l. bulls.

These techniques are based on the
differences which can be detected in
fragments of DNA, quite large chunks
in molecular terms. In general, we look
at 20-30 of these fragments which is
usually quite enough to do what we
need. In recent years a new technology
has been developed, commonly pro-
nounced ‘snip’, this is SNP (Single Nu-
cleotide Polymorphism) which looks at
differences at the level of the individual
units which make up the DNA.

The speed of development of some of
these techniques is breathtaking. Two
or three years ago, Prof. John
Woolliams was talking in a Farm Ani-
mal Genetic Resources Committee
about a computer chip which could read
50,000 SNP. Recently we were talking
about this and he told me that they no
longer use it, as they now had a 700,000
‘snip chip’.

It has long been known that the mod-
ern Dexter has a complicated mixture of
breeds in its ancestry. Alderson conclud-
ed this in his paper to the 1 st World
Congress on Dexter Cattle (Alderson
1998). Studies of the blood and genetic
polymorphisms have shown that the
modern Dexter breed is a multiple com-
posite of influences from many other
breeds (Royle 1983; Buys & Chiperzak
1992; Blott 1997). These studies were on

The phenotype test is an assessment
of visible and measurable characteristics
of the animal itself, but often more sig-
nificantly, their descendents. This has to
be on the basis of ‘if it looks right, it
could be right, but if it looks wrong it is
wrong’

The history test takes into account
any information on an animal from
sources such as written records and in-
terviews with breeders. In the case of an
animal which is questionable because of
the phenotypes, is their any evidence to
suggest a possible reason for the atypical
appearance of the animal or its off-
spring. However, ‘Historical investiga-
tion can be quite difficult because many
of the people involved have a vested in-
terest in the process’ (Sponenberg and
Bixby 2007)

The genetic test has really only be-
come available to us in recent years
with the extent and accuracy of such
tests continuing to increase all the time.
Based on analysis of DNA samples
these tests have proved a most effective
tool with particular application to par-
ent verification and relationship ques-
tions. In recent research into Parndon
Bullfinch, widely used by A.l. in the
U.S.A. and son of Parndon Charley Pud-
ding, alleles (gene versions) were found
at three separate points in his DNA
analysis which have not been found in
samples from any other Dexter either
here or in the USA (apart from his de-
scendents or near relatives). Such indis-
putable genetic evidence has proved the
introgression of other breeds’ genetics in
the case of Parndon Charley Pudding in

the same way that it has in other highly
significant bulls such as Shadwell Rob-
ert and Grinstead Plover.

Of these three tests, it has always
been possible to make decisions on the
basis of observable characteristics of
animals and their progeny. The second
consideration can only be used if there
is historic evidence available, although
this can often come through a bit of de-
tective work. It is the arrival of these
definitive modern genetic tests which
has finally allowed us to answer so
many of the problematic questions of
authenticity and ancestry, which is a
truly marvellous tool for us all to have.

Within the context of the rapid in-
crease in the demand for traceability
and authenticity, particularly in connec-
tion with verifiable branding of meat
and animals, the use of DNA testing
will continue to escalate. There are sig-
nificant moves towards this in official
circles within DEFRA and Trading
Standards, which cattle breeders will
need to meet. Ongoing issues relating to
GM & cloning will continue to challenge
many of us working in farm animal ge-
netics, but it will only be through the
advanced DNA technologies of modern
times that they will be addressed. There
are surely more marvels to come from
genetics which will have importance for
all of us breeding cattle, or any other
sort of livestock.
